Voted on #8 diagram with overlapping circles was taken out

V2.8.1 proposal was not approved, so several O- constructs cannot be included in eDOS

Publication expected to be in mid November, will need short term notice to HL7 publishing plus TSC, because we want to change the title – publish the DSTU after having reconciliation complete for negative issues – then continue with affirmatives and then create a dot release (2.1 release) afterwards – in order to be eligible for the Proposed Rule, which is expected in 2014 – there is quite a long process to be included in the NPRM – comment period is 45-60 days, final rule about 5-6 months after proposed rule is out.

Vocab team finished review of their items and will add the Tuesday 9:30-10:30 AM EDT for eDOS reconciliation, too. Can we extend the Tuesday call to start at 9:00 AM? Yes. Will use HL7 OO number and Quest WebEx – when S&I is back, we check, if we can migrate over or not. And Wednesdays 2:30-4PM EDT – Frieda will send out the notice to folks.

#109: CE datatype use in RFR.6 – in v2.5.1 base seems to be ST for that field. RFR.2 is IS in base, already uses the HL70001 values – go back in eDOS for that; for RFR.6 use ST and use the code or description of the race?
In Release 1 for RFR lists as ST, but references the HL7005 table. Ken motions to make that field ‘O’, if race is required the labs will provide AOE – not the right spot – this is regarding the reference range.
For AOE race answer list – match the recommendation in RFR.6 – pointing to CDCREC code system. 

Motion to make RFR.6 ‘ST’, and use the description from the CDCREC table (include URL), if available – Riki – discussion: if we are using only the descriptions, we get away from the coded concept – it is NOT in the base standard, so need a proposal for v2.9
