· Investigation of MapForce and Robert Worden’s tool for schema mapping
· MapForce
· Pros

· Industry-standard tool for mapping

· Allows XSLT creation

· ? used by original greenCDA team

· Cons

· Expensive

· Original model likely will need to be plain vanilla CDA model

· No-one in the greenCDA effort likely will have strong incentive to help us with understanding intricacies of/mapping from CCD

· Comments

· Will need to make clear what happens when source instance contains data not supported by vMR (e.g., some types of negation?)

· Robert Worden’s mapping tool

· Background

· Robert is in an active effort right now to create mappings from CCD sections to greenCDA sections

· Providing round-trip transforms

· Approaching one section at a time

· Providing wiki on HL7 Structured Documents for this project

· Pros

· Likely will be able to get active support from Robert Worden to enable vMR work, e.g., with regard to understanding intricacies of CCD

· Highly aligned with ongoing work to simplify/”greenify” CCD sections

· Uses eCore Eclipse modeling standard, which we believe allows incorporation of non-schema restrictions (e.g., CCD restrictions placed on CDA); also, many of these restrictions have already been modeled in by Robert
· Basic tool is free; cost is for generating XSLTs rather than Java transformation code

· Specifically designed to work with v3

· Cons

· Not an “industry standard” platform like Altova (still undergoing modifications, etc.)

· ? user interface does not include as much drag-drop interface, etc. (probably a minor issue)

· Price for generating XSLTs (~$2,000/yr for commercial; ~$200/month for academic)

· Comments

· Because the actual mappings will be informative, we have some leeway here

· Need to emphasize IHE templates vs. HITSP templates, as we are going for a universal realm standard

· Andrew will also look at XSLT transforms

· Perhaps we should base our lab observations on v2 messages

· But perhaps this and V3 messages are pretty well aligned

· Next steps:

· Identify/inquire MapForce veteran users

· Work on a small section (e.g., problems) and show what both approaches would entail
