4)  Report on CDAr2 Reference Profile (of the EHR Interoperability Model)

The draft Profile has been declared ready for ballot by Calvin Beebe (Mayo Clinic and Structured Documents Co-Chair).  We have forwarded the latest draft to the EHR TC Publications WG for final review and edits and then on to HL7 HQ for inclusion in the December ballot cycle.  Thanks to all who have assisted in this project.

5)  Report on first ONC/AHIC/HITSP Use Case alignment draft

The EHR TC has agreed to offer the Chapter 1 Draft for public review and comment, starting as soon as current ballot drafts are completed.  The EHR TC has also agreed to submit the Chapter 1 Draft and its referenced Models to the ANSI HITSP Foundations Committee, for consideration of how this might guide future HITSP standards harmonization efforts.  We also have an invitation from John Loonsk, MD, of ONC to forward the alignment draft and offer the overview presentation for their review.
