· Comments/Discussion
· Methodology is great in that it provides traceability to source HL7 models AND provides two-way transforms

· This model is at the level of what we had been variously describing as “a VMR” (as opposed to “the VMR”) and as “a template VMR” (as opposed to the “VMR base model”)

· Questions:

· Do we base on CDA R2 or Clinical Statements model?

· What form are our final specifications?

· Is the green CDA methodology mature and ready to use?

· Is the tooling/transform mechanism automatic and freely available?

· Do we need to express our base model in HL7 RMIM so that we can create a “green” VMR based on that?

· What will be the relationship between our VMR work and the specific greenCCD model proposed?  Options:

· Use similar methodology

· Actually use greenCCD as a source model
· Review of Andrew’s vMR proposal

· In this approach, greenCCD fits along the lines of the “Simplified Patient Summary Classes”
· Direction/deliverables discussion
· Need to support CCD but need to support more types of data
· Do we need to create additional “base” models in HL7 (e.g., as RMIMs) for concepts not represented in existing artifacts (e.g., CDS outputs)

· May want to scope as a separate project that plugs into parent VMR work

· [ ] All: look at greenCCD vs. their CDS needs

· [ ] All: provide some more fleshed out proposals

· Andrew’s proposal

· Way of plugging in existing models

· In this framework, greenCCD or greenCCD derivative can be viewed as one of potentially many models that are plugged in

· Dave/Ken’s proposal

· Generic base VMR model (~greenCDA)

· Templated VMR models (~greenCDA with templates) and equivalent concrete, business-friendly VMR models (~greenCCD equivalent to above greenCDA with templates)
· AMIA submission
· Ideas
· Evaluation of CCD/greenCCD vs. CDS data needs analysis ( coverage and gaps, implications (paper?)

· Include discussion of greenCCD and potential loss of needed elements from CCD
