1. Discussion:  Arden Syntax v2.9 Implementation Guide
a. The project scope statements agreed by the WG in Atlanta for this project (which includes a new Arden Syntax wiki resource) and Arden Syntax v3 were submitted to HL7 for approval by the SSD SD and the TSC in January, but these committees have not yet considered them.  This has been raised with the HL7 staff, and the material is being scheduled for consideration in the near future.
b. The HL7 project management office recommended that the IG be balloted as an informative document and not normative, as this is customary for HL7 IGs.  The WG agreed on the call that this is appropriate (Vote:  Affirmative = 3, No = 0, Abstention = 0)
c. Action item:  Karsten Fehre will prepare an outline for the IG that he will post to the HL7 wiki to be considered at a subsequent conference call before the next WGM in Atlanta.
2. Discussion:  Arden Syntax Wiki
a. The WG reviewed the content of the former Arden Syntax Web site previously maintained by Robert Jenders, including FAQs, a bibliography, sample MLMs, tutorials and pointers to meeting minutes and contact information.  The WG endorsed this content for update and porting to a new site anchored to the current HL7 Arden Syntax wiki page.
b. There was some discussion about legal and liability concerns with publishing sample MLMs on an Arden wiki, as HL7 typically does not produce or maintain knowledge content beyond its standards.  A suggestion was made that some technology could be used to restrict (editing) access to this portion of the Wiki, such as maintaining it on a different server and then having the wiki point to that page, in order to help assure the quality of the material posted.
c. It was agreed that the material in the old Web site regarding the justification for Arden would serve as an acceptable nidus for the expanded “Why Arden?” chapter in the next normative version of the standard.
d. Action items
i. Robert Jenders will update this material and port it to the HL7 Wiki for review.
ii. Robert Jenders will query HL7 leadership and staff regarding concerns about posting MLMs and any disclaimers that would be required.
