This project will design a Progress Note in XML as a constraint on HL7 v3 CDA r2. A Progress Note documents patient’s clinical status during a hospitalization or outpatient visit. We will review current Progress Note usage and examine industry precedents and requirements.

4. DSTU review: Vital Signs section and templateIds

a. Discussion: On Thursday, 8/5, SDWG recommended we add an optional Vital Signs section to the Progress Note. During our 8/10 Progress Note meeting, the attendees agreed with the recommendation and we discussed whether to include the Vital Signs section as a subsection or new top-level section. 

b. Decision: Include guidance on the Vital Signs section and allow implementers to include as top-level or nested section 
c. Discussion: Brett gave a tour of the HL7 OID registry, http://www.hl7.org/oid/index.cfm, and demonstrated how to register a templateId or value set OID.

5. LOINC code request

Discussion: We reviewed the LOINC code submission spreadsheet and discussed the descriptions for the Subjective and Objective sections. A team member asked if clinicians would ever document in the Subjective section. The group concurred that generally the Subjective section is for the patient or relative’s description, in their own words, but occasionally a caregiver, or provider, would add information.
