4. Project Definition

4.a. Project Scope

	This project will develop ITS specifications for HL7 v3 messages and documents, that are wire-backwards-compatible to existing ITS R1.1 while to the maximum extent possible adopting all changes and new features that are being introduced by semantic and abstract specifications, such as the RIM and abstract data types. The project will also create and contribute an XSLT transform from MIF to W3C XML Schema for inclusion into the v3 “Generator” such that ITS R2b compliant schemas can be automatically generated for all HL7 v3 standards and may become part of HL7 v3 ballot packages and editions.


4.b. Project Need
	The need for this project has been raised by existing HL7 v3 implementers including HL7 v3 documents such as SPL (all revisions) and CDA R2, as well as implementers of  HL7 v3 messages such as ICSR (R2) and RPS. With a line of backward compatible wire-format specifications that are robust to future change of HL7 v3 abstract specifications, HL7 v3 implementers can more easily adopt semantic enhancements without having to modify existing implementations and without the need to deploy additional transformation steps until such time as conversion to the ITS R2 is desired.
