· Use of ISO 21090 data types
· Comment from Ken: caBIG is doing this too

· Class definitions
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· Model import/export
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· No separate “concept” class used, but could be done

· Result of last statement returned (e.g., a Boolean, but also any data type)

· One GELLO approach to a DCM would be to define class structure for it

· Dave S.: OpenCDS VMR and use in Drools

· Based on direction being taken by project

· Clinical Concept

· Core elements: code, effective time, value

· Used to represent intermediate states (e.g., has diabetes, has no mastectomies)

· Designed to allow clinicians with minimal IT background to deal with clinical concepts in a “natural” way to author CDS logic 
· If useful, could be added to VMR.  Actively exploring how Clinical Concept could/should be used for knowledge authoring in Drools environment.
