Agenda Items

2. Project Update:

· Project scope reviewed and approved by ARB. Project ID has been assigned.

3. Review proposed changes to CT Lab Message and CMET

· CT Lab Message

· Range value data type: Phil agreed that in the RMIM, this data type should be changed to Interval of PQ.

· CMET added with an ActRelationship to BaseUnitaryResult

· ToxicityGrade act addresses a small subset of test results subject to NCI’s toxicity grade scale. This act does not provide the adverse event data reflected in the proposed CMET

· Phil will take the lead on preparing the ballot material for the proposed changes to the CT Lab Message and will identify the Publishing Facilitator.

· CMET

· Discussed the concept of multiple adverse event assessments returned for a single lab test.  For a given instance of a lab test result received by the grading service, multiple assessments are not permitted.  The CMET should include the concept of Activity Time in order to identify AE assessments as replacement or duplicate AE assessments, in the event that multiple instances of the same lab test result are received by the grading service.

· Vocabulary needs have been identified for the CMET.  Margaret Harber, NCI, and Bron Kisler, CDISC, are the Vocabulary Facilitators for RCRIM. We will contact them with a vocabulary project proposal request and provide them material documenting the CMET vocabulary requirements. 

· Ballot material for both the revised CT Lab Message and the CMET will be reviewed on the August 28th project meeting.  

· Discussed BRIDG harmonization requirements

· Harmonization is required in order for normative ballot to be approved, but is not required when balloting for DSTU

· In order to proceed on schedule for the January ballot, the plan for this project is to produce a BRIDG-derived domain analysis model.  BRIDG harmonization will occur subsequent to the messaging specification being approved as a DSTU.

· CMET vocabulary requirements documented and submitted to the Vocabulary Facilitators

· Coordinate with Phil and produce ballot material for the revised CT Lab Message and the CMET
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
