	This concept adds a level of additional restriction to “sensitive” information.  This  indicates that the information is not masked.  This is the default sensitivity level.

	This concept adds a level of additional restriction to “sensitive” information.  This indicates that the information may be masked depending upon specific circumstances.

	This concept adds a level of additional restriction to “sensitive” information.  This concept indicates that the information is masked unless there is an active override.

	This concept indicates that the subject has actively assented to be included in an action or be covered by a policy or directive when a choice is offered.  For example, a choice to allow the use of information in a public health study.

	Opt-out
	This concept indicates that the subject has actively dissented to be included in an action or be covered by a policy or directive when a choice is offered.  For example, a choice to prohibit the use of information in a public health study.


Details of the recommendation:
1. _ActConsentDirectiveType becomes abstract domain with the addition of concepts.  These concepts are the types of consent directives.
2. Add “_SequesterMethod” to this value set.  This is used to categorize the different ways to hide information.  
3. Add “Masked” to this value set.  This is used to indicate that information is hidden.  This comes from NullFlavor ( No Information ( Masked.
4. Add “Flagged Masked” to this value set.  This concept is used to indicate that information is hidden but that a flag is displayed to indicate that there is some masked information.  This should be added to NullFlavor ( No Information as a sibling of “Masked”.
5. Add “Shared Secret” to this value set.  This concept is used to indicate that information is hidden that can be accessed through the use of a key / password which is provided by the subject of the consent or agent.  This should be added to NullFlavor ( No Information as a sibling of “Masked”.
6. Add “_RestrictionStrength” to this value set.  This is used to categorize the different levels of restrictions.
7. Add “Normal” to this value set.  This indicates that the Normal confidentiality rules (according to good health care practice) apply.  This is from Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityByAccessKind.
8. Add “Sensitive” to this value set. This indicates that this is information for which the patient seeks heightened confidentiality.  This is from Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityModifiers.
9. Add “Low Sensitivity” to this value set.  This further qualifies the “Sensitive” concept.  This is used to indicate that there are no further restriction requirements beyond the “sensitive” designation.  This should be added as a child to Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityModifiers ( sensitive.  
10. Add “Medium Sensitivity” to this value set.  This further qualifies the “Sensitive” concept.  This is used to indicate that there may further restriction requirements beyond the “sensitive” designation and information may be masked, depending on the circumstance.  This should be added as a child to Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityModifiers ( sensitive.  
11. Add “High Sensitivity” to this value set.  This further qualifies the “Sensitive” concept.  This is used to indicate that information is masked unless there is an active override.  This should be added as a child to Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityModifiers ( sensitive.  
12. Add “Restricted” to this value set.  This indicates that access to this information is restricted only to providers having a current care relationship to the patient.  This is from Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityByAccessKind.
13. Add “Very Restricted” to this value set.  This indicates that a Privacy Officer has declared added restrictions beyond “Restricted”.  This is from Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityByAccessKind.
14. Add “Consent Directive” to this value set.   This indicates that there is a consent directive that spells out the details of any information restrictions.  This should be added as a child to Confidentiality ( _ConfidentialityByAccessKind and as a sibling of “normal”.
15. Add “_Involvement Choice” to this value set.  This is used to categorize a decision by the subject to participate or not participate in an activity.  The notion that a patient can actively decide to do something or NOT do something seems missing from HL7.  To reflect this notion in HL7 suggests that a new codeSystem be added.  The recommendation is ActCode ( _ActInvolvement ( Opt-in, Opt-out.
16. Add “Opt-in” to this value set.   This concept indicates that the subject has actively assented to be included in an action or be covered by a policy or directive.  It should reside in the suggested ActCode ( _ActInvolvement.
17. Add “Opt-out” to this value set.   This concept indicates that the subject has actively dissented to be included in an action or be covered by a policy or directive.  It should reside in the suggested ActCode ( _ActInvolvement.
DISCUSSION:

The value set structure simplifies additions to ActConsetDirectiveType by subtypes.  This also allows the reuse by specific concept or by category (all organizational jurisdiction type).
