Questions: Should we test using XForms based on September 09 ballot? If not, what?

It was thought that the XForms in its current format with the recently ballot Implementation Guide was sufficient for people to do testing. 

Jay suggested that we test specific simple tasks to start, such as the 1572 form then narrative. Once the testing of these tasks are successfully tested then the testing time can test more complicated concepts.
· Experiences with XForms

A concern about the testing was different plug-ins and browser verson may produce different result. It was recommended for testing we indicated the plug-in and browser version to be used for testing. It was suggested that Firefox might be the better browser to use for testing. Jay will send to the group the plug-in information for testing.
· Jay indicated that FDA and CDISC has developed a transition plan for implementation of the Study Data. He will check to see if this can be shared with the group.  
· Marcelina will continue testing the XForm. She will use her testing experience to help her develop the testing plan for Study Design.  FDA will also work with her to develop the test plan.
